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This memorandum supersedes the memorandum by Earl Seaberg on August 7, 2008 regarding the implementation of the CAAP for engineering and design-related contracts.

Effective immediately, the CAAP is on hold until further notified.  The Division of Local Assistance website reflects these changes: the provisions, procedures and other documents have been withdrawn. 

California’s CAAP was initiated on July 1, 2008 with an expected mandatory implementation by January 1, 2009.  However, national-level CAAP guidelines are still under development, and more time is needed to implement significant changes and procedures across hundreds of California-based engineering firms and local governments.  Therefore, Caltrans and the American Council of Engineering Companies (ACEC) have requested that the Federal Highway Administration (FHWA) extend the CAAP implementation date until January 1, 2010.  Both Caltrans and the ACEC have committed to work in conjunction with the American Association of State Highway Officials and FHWA to create reasonable and obtainable CAAP guidelines.

Pre-award audit requirements remain in place as outlined in chapter 10 of the Local Assistance Procedures Manual at least until the CAAP is fully implemented.
