RECOGNIZING

ASSEMBLY MEMBER JARED HUFFMAN



WHEREAS, the Governor’s Department of Finance proposed a permanent taking of city and county gas tax (HUTA) funds as a way of solving the 2009 State Budget deficit; and



WHEREAS, the Joint Legislative Conference Committee then proposed to take these funds for two years; and



WHEREAS, Marin County is responsible for the maintenance of over 1,100 lane miles of county roads, 155 bridges, 3,900 drainage culverts, 126,000 feet of storm drains, and 8,400 drainage structures; and for responding to hazardous material spills and emergencies, to road collapses, and flood emergencies; and



WHEREAS, the Governor’s proposal, as well as the Joint Legislative Conference Committee's proposal, would devastate the County’s ability to provide these core services to tens of thousands of Marin citizens; and


WHEREAS, Assembly Member Jared Huffman recognized the severe impact of such a proposal and pledged to work with his fellow legislators and our Public Works Director in seeking solutions to backfill this amount.


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Marin County Board of Supervisors recognizes Assembly Member Huffman’s tireless efforts to seek solutions to balancing the State’s budget that would have less impact on local government, and when not possible he and other members of the Assembly courageously voted against a proposal that would mean destruction of core county services.
